1. RPSCL filed its reply to UPPCL’s comments on Capital Cost on October 26, 2016.

2. RPSCL filed supplementary submission on November 15, 2016, for allowing reimbursement of ash transportation expenses along with the relevant taxes and duties as part of fixed charges on monthly basis as per actual citing MOEFC notification dated 25.01.2016

3. In reply, UPPCL has filed submission on 02.02.2017 on Capital Cost.
4. During the hearing, RPSCL made written submission and deliberated the same before the Commission.

5. On the issue of reimbursement of ash transportation expenses, the commission took a view that since it is not a part of petitions under discussion, it should be dealt with separately. RPSCL submitted that they would file a separate petition for this purpose.
6. The copy of the submission filed by Shri Shafiullah, Secretary, Upbhokta Abhirakshan Society, in Petition No. 1094 & 1096 of 2016, has not been taken up by the Commission separately due to deficiency in fee, However it was considered that the issue relates to tariff which effects the consumers, hence decided to be served to the parties for their comments. Shri R. S. Awasthi, consumer representative has also filed a written submission on 07.02.2017, which may also to be served to the parties for their comments.
