1. UPPCL filed written submission on January 9, 2017,as per the direction given by the Commission vide its Order dated January 9, 2017 as follows:

(i) This petition meets the requirement of Regulation 5(3) and is eligible for determination of provisional tariff of Unit-2 but claim for redetermination of tariff of unit-1 is beyond the scope of this petition and must be rejected.

(ii) Undischarged liabilities of Rs. 646.76 Crore must be deducted from capital cost.

(iii) The amount invested by way of debenture need to be considered as debt.
(iv) Petitioner has failed to provide reason for abnormal increase in IDC and therefore requested the Commission to direct the petitioner to furnish the reason for abnormal increase in IDC and also IDC must be restricted upto the date of SCOD.
2. During the hearing, both the parties reiterated their written submission made by them.

3. The copy of the submission filed by Shri Shafiullah, Secretary, Upbhokta Abhirakshan Society, in Petition No. 1095 of 2016, which has not been taken up by the Commission separately due to deficiency in fee but since the issue relates to tariff which is going to effect the consumers, it was considered expedient to serve it to the parties for their comments within 10 days.
